A Guide For Volunteers 

Running The Line 

The first thing to remember is 

that when you are a “Club 

Linesman” you cannot make 



 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 
 

any decisions. You are only 

allowed to advise the referee of 

the following:  

- when the whole of the ball 

leaves the field of play 

- which team is entitled to a 

corner kick, goal kick or 

throw-in 

- when a player may be 

penalised for being in an 

offside position 

The referee makes all 

decisions. Even if the “Club 

Linesman” is a qualified referee 

the above applies. Please 

check this with the referee 

before the game. I have 

noticed over the years that a lot 

of referee’s do not give 

instructions  of what they 

expect from you as a Club 

Linesman as they should. You 

are also not allowed to coach 

whilst running the line. So no 

“calling up” the defence for an 

offside. 

Ball Out of Play 

The ball is out of play when: 

• it has wholly crossed the goal 

line or touch line whether on 

the ground or in the air 

• play has been stopped by the 

referee 

Ball In Play 

The ball is in play at all other 

times, including when: 

• it rebounds off a goalpost, 

crossbar or corner flag post 

and remains in the field of play 

• it rebounds off either the 

referee or an assistant referee 

when they are on the field of 

play
